7. Home occupations are permitted subject to the following:

a. The home occupation shall be subordinate to the primary use of the premises as a
dwelling unit.

b. All activities of the home occupation shall be conducted indoors.

c. The business shall be conducted by a member of the family residing within the
primary residential premises plus no more than one additional person not residing in the
dwelling unit.

d. Home occupations may have on-site client contact subject to the following limitations:

i.  All the activities of the home occupation shall take place inside the primary
residential structure or accessory building;

ii.  The home occupation shall generate no more than two (2) vehicle trips per
hour to the licensed residence; and

iii.  The home occupation shall not create a public nuisance.
e. The following activities shall be prohibited:

i.  Automobile, truck, boat and heavy equipment repair;
ii.  Auto or truck body work or boat hull and deck work;
iii. Parking and storage of heavy equipment;
iv.  Storage of building materials for use on other properties;
v.  Painting or detailing of autos, trucks, boats, or other items;
vi.  The outside storage of equipment, materials or more than one vehicle related
to the business;
vii.  Vehicles larger than 10,000 pounds gross weight operated out of the
premises or parked on the property or on adjacent streets; and
viii.  Taxicab, van shuttle, limousine or other transportation services, except for
office activities; provided all other requirements of this subsection concerning
home occupations are met.

f. Home occupations shall not be allowed in accessory buildings within the rear yard
setback.

g. Home occupations in accessory buildings shall not permit noise to intrude into
another residential property at a level at or above 45 decibels outside the hours of 7:00
a.m. through 6:00 p.m. Monday through Friday, and 9:00 a.m. through 5:00 p.m. on
Saturday.

h. Home occupations are required to obtain a city business license.
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
